A SCIENTIFIC DEGREE OF ‘DOCTOR Ol SCIlI NCi’

The present Provisions regulate the activity ol the Scientific
Council giving a scientific degree of'Doctor of Science' (herein, if
ter Scientific Council] in accordance with the laws '()n Ktltic.ilion',
'National Program of Personnel Training', the Decree ol the Pres
ident of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Training Highly Qualified
Scientific and Scientific-pedagogical Personnel and Furthei lin
proving the Attestation System” Ne PD-4456 as ol |uly 24, .'(I12
and the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers "On Postgraduate
Education and Further Improving the Attestation ol Scientific
and Scientific-pedagogical Personnel” NuiUifi as ol Deceiuhei ,’H,
2012.

Chapter 1. General regulations

In the present Provisions the following basic concepts

are used:

Scientific Council a scientific-organizational struc-
ture established by the decision of the Supreme Attestation Com-
mission (hereinafter the SAC) under the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan at the leading higher educational or
research institutions, fora certain period oftimeto undertake the
consideration and the organization of attestation procedures for
relevant specialties of applicants seeking for scientific degrees;

Applicant - the person whose dissertation paper is accepted
by the Scientific Council for defense and whose attestation folded
book is in the process of consideration;
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Researcher - the person who undertakes a research work at
relevant postgraduate educational institutions;

Attestation - assessment of the researchers’ theoretical
knowledge and professional competence in the process of trai-
ning of high skilled scientific and scientific-pedagogical person-
nel, by taking qualification examinations, undertaking a disserta-
tion approbation, its defense and its expertise by the SAC;

Dissertation - a scientific work undertaken personally by
the author, the research essence of which meets the set of re-
quirements, and is a complete scientific work, the scientific no-
velty and practical results of which are grounded,;

Dissertation abstract - an official copyright scientific re-
search work including general information of the research work;
its novelty and practical results are generalized systematically;
information on the published works is given as well;

Institution where the dissertation is written - a special,
responsible organization for carrying out a research work that
is approved by a higher educational or scientific research insti-
tution Council and being authorized for publication in the "SAC
Bulletin™;

Expertise - scientific and normative-technical evaluation
of documents' essence and attestation procedures relevance
with appropriate legal documents;

One-time Scientific Council for giving a degree of‘Doctor
ofScience’ (hereinafter one-time Scientific Council) - a scien-
tific body organized by the SAC order for organizing only one-
time dissertation defense;

Scientific Seminar under Scientific Council (hereinafter a
Scientific Seminar) - a seminar organized for the last prelimi-
nary expert examination of the dissertation;

Dissertation defense - a presentation held to scientific
authorities on the novelty of the results of the research, conclu-
sions, the fidelity of the recommendations, theoretical and prac-
tical value of the dissertation and the contribution of the appli-
cant to the relevant science;

Scientific advisor - a specialist, appointed by the order of
the appropriate higher educational or scientific research insti-
tution Council, to be a scientific advisor and this information is
published in the "SAC Bulletin";
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Community review - an additional conclusion of the Scien-
tific Council on the results of the dissertation sent by Ihe SAC;

Score commission - a temporary working group that is set
up by the order of the Scientific Counc il organizing the process
of a secret voting for giving a scientific degree to the applicant by
the members of the Scientific Council;

Appeal - an appeal, based on the orders, for giving a scientif-
ic degree ofthe ‘Doctor of Science’ or rejection ol it; o1 ‘Doctor of
Science’ degree deprivation or restoration.

Scientific Council is responsible for the quality and li
delity of the expert assessment, creating appropriate
defense facilities for the applicant and orders' validity.

Chapter 2. The Establishment ofa Scientific Council;
Suspending or Ending its Activity

In order to establish a Scientific Council higher edu-
cational or research institute is to meet the following
requirements:
to have recognized achievements in specific scientific field
(branch], to have effectively put the results of their scientific re-
search into practice, to have significant scientific potential in rel
evant fields: at least 2 ‘Doctors of Science' and highly specialized
and scientifically skilled personnel;
to have a group of personnel, awarded by state and foreign
grants, participating in scientific projects (research projects on
the basis of economic contracts etc.), the list of outlined research
works, research works published in prestigious scientific jour-
nals of foreign countries, in particular;
to have Scientific Seminars working continuously in specific
scientific fields, the experience of organization of republican and
international scientific conferences, round-table discussions and
other scientific issues;
to have organized educational process at more advanced le-
vels after the higher education;
Scientific Council shall be established by the Supreme
Attestation Commission (SAC) at the leading higher
educational and scientific institutions on the basis of
appeals from the ministries and other governmental bodies, un-
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der which these institutions function;

In case if any educational institution cannot meet all the re-
quirements of establishing a Scientific Council, defined in the
third item of the present Provisions, a Scientific Council can be
established by the SAC as an exception, on the basis of appeals
from the relevant ministries and governmental bodies, at the
higher educational and scientific institutions.

The members of the Scientific Council, its chairperson, a
vice-chairperson (vice-chairpersons) and a scientific secretary,
in particular, are approved by the SAC on the competitive basis,
having considered the appeals from the relevant ministries and
governmental bodies.

Leading scientific specialists on specialties of the Scientific
Council can be appointed as the chairperson and a vice-chairper-
son (vice-chairpersons) of the Council.

m The appeals of the relevant ministries and govern-
I mental bodies on the establishment of a Scientific
Council should explain the necessity of establishing
the Council and the information about the personnel, aimed to
become the members of the Council in line with the first item of
the present Provisions, is to be attached to it. At least 3 candi-
dates for the positions of the chairperson, avice-chairperson and
a scientific secretary of the Scientific Council are to be recom-
mended.
m There are to be at least 11 and not more than 21 Doc-
| tors of Sciences as the members ofthe Scientific Coun-
cil according to the rule.

Candidates of Sciences (Ph.D.) of the specific fields, or specia-
lizations, who have a great scientific experience, can also become
the members of the Scientific Council given that there are not to
be more than 20% of the total number of members.

At least 5 Doctors of Sciences of the relevant to the Scientific
Council specialization and at least 4 Doctors of Sciences in case
of adding Candidates of Sciences (Ph.D.) as the members of the
Council are to be included.

In the Scientific Councils on juridical sciences, as an experi-
ment, the personnel, not having any scientific degree but having
a high-skilled and practical experience can be added as members
of the Council. In this case their number is not to exceed 20% of
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the total number of the members ol the Council. There are to be
atleast 3 Doctors of Sciences ol the relevant specialization in the
Scientific Councils on juridical sciences.

If necessary, persons, who have scientific degrees in

D specializations close to the -.penalization of the Coun-

cil, can be added as members to the Scientific Council.

One specialist can be added as Ilie member ol one specialty in
the specific field of science and lie/she i-= not to be a member of
more than two Scientific Councils.

Candidates to become the members ol the Scientific Coun-
cil are to have at least 5 scientific works published for the last 3
years.

This requirement does not concern those candidates for
membership in the Scientific Council on juridical sciences who
do not have any scientific degree but have high skill and experi-
ence.

m The members of the SAC Presidium and the Expert
I Council cannot be the members of any Scientific Coun-
cil. In case the chairperson of the Scientific Council
cannot undertake his/her duties in the scientific activity of the
Scientific Council, a vice-chairperson or one of them can under-
take the functions of the chairperson.
m The members of the Scientific Council are approved
| for 3years. 15 % of the total number of the members
of the Scientific Council is to be renewed annually ac-
cording to the indicated regulation.

It is not allowed to be constantly a member of the Scientific
Council for more than 2 terms.

The members of the Scientific Council, whose period has ex-
pired, can again become members in ayear.

The chairperson of the Scientific Council, a vice-chairperson
(vice-chairpersons) and a scientific secretary undertake their
duties during 3 years. The chairperson of the Scientific Council,
avice-chairperson (vice-chairpersons) and a scientific secretary,
who successfully fulfill their work, can hold the relevant posi-
tions for the second term according to the appeal of the relevant
ministry or governmental agency on the basis of SAC decision.
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The specializations of the Scientific Council and the
chairperson of the Scientific Council can be changed
due to the appeal of the relevant ministry or govern-
mental body or Expert Council of the SAC.
Changes in the structure of the Scientific Council can
be done by the SAC due to the appeal of the chairper-
son of the Scientific Council in agreement with the
Head of the higher educational or scientific institution where the
Scientific Council has been established.
In case there is no Scientific Council on specialty ofthe
dissertation or relevant scientific field, the institution,
where the dissertation has been written, can make a
preliminary expertise of the dissertation and then appeal to the
Scientific Council which is close in specialty, if there is no such a
Scientific Council, then appeal to the SAC in order to set up a one-
time Scientific Council.
The following documents should be attached to the
appeal on setting up a one-time Scientific Council:
information about the scientific personnel aimed to
become the members of a one-time Scientific Council according
to the Annex 1 ofthe present Provisions;
objective information (CV) about the applicant;
the conclusion of the institution where the scientific research
was carried out;
the conclusions of the institutions where the dissertation was
discussed;
copyright of the dissertation and the dissertation abstract
When the institution, where the dissertation has been
worked out, appeals to the Scientific Council about
setting up a one-time Scientific Council, the docu-
ments are to be considered by the Head of the Scientific Council.
In case the consideration result is positive, the Scientific
Council can appeal to the SAC with the reasonable need to set up
a one-time Scientific Council.
The presented documents are to be considered by the
SAC in line with the procedure rules and a positive or
negative conclusion on setting up a one-time Scienti-
fic Council is to be given.
In case the SAC finds it appropriate to set up a one-time Sci-
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entific Council, the members of tin* Scientific Council, the chair-

person, a vice-chairperson (vice-chairpersons) and a scientific

secretary are to be confirmed by the SAC based on the appe.il of
the institution where the dissertation has been written

One-time Scientific Council is set up in line with the

The activities ofthe Scientific Council can be su-.pen

ded by the SAC for 6 months in the following <ases:

when the Scientific Council systematically consider-,
the dissertations not relevant to the regulation documents on
training of highly qualified personnel and carries out their altos
tation not in accordance with the rules in this sphere or gives
positive conclusions to dissertations of low scientific value;

when the SAC gives negative conclusions to two dissertations

during the activity of the Scientific Council;

when the procedure of carrying out the defense of the
dissertations is violated systematically (for two times steadily).

The reason for suspending the activity of the Scientific

tions for overcoming the short-comings and the dura-

Scientific Council can be stopped by the SAC. The activities of the
Scientific Council can be stopped by the order of the SAC. In case
the activities of the Scientific Council are stopped, a new Scienti-
fic Council is to be established on general basis.

Chapter 3. The Work of the Scientific
Council

The Scientific Council functions on the basis of lega-
lity, openness, transparency, and efficiency principles
under the supervision of the SAC.The Scientific Coun-
cil activities are observed in the web site of the institution.
The Scientific Council uses an official form ofthe ope-
rating institution and state emblem seal (official
stamp). Necessary conditions are created by the insti-
tution authority for the Scientific Council activities.
The Scientific Council Meetings:
accept a dissertation for defense;
conduct a dissertation defense;
consider dissertations, appeals, reports on a Scientific Semi-
nar sent by the SAC;
deprive or restore the scientific degree;
consider other issues related to the functions and activities of
the Scientific Council,
The Scientific Council can accept for defense not more
than four dissertations relevant to specialty or science
field.
The Scientific Council session is eligible to have one
dissertation defense or a community review discus-
sion, and at least two issues within a day. Dissertation
defenses in the form of a session are permitted by the SAC.

Once after the dissertation is accepted for being initially con-
sidered by the Scientific Council, it is sent to the Scientific Semi-
nar;

Within 2 months from the date when the documents

have been delivered an initial expertise ofthe disser-

tation is made by the Scientific Council.

The Scientific Seminar organized on certain special-

ties under the Scientific Council is responsible for gi-

ving well-reasoned recommendations to the Scienti-
fic Council on the acceptance of the dissertation for defense and
making an objective conclusion about it. The Scientific Seminar is
conducted under the control of the Scientific Council.

The Scientific Seminar is confirmed within the peri-

35 od for up to two years by the chairperson of the Sci-

entific Council in accordance with the SAC in a group
consisting of at least 15 members including the chairperson, a
vice-chairperson and a scientific secretary A team of the Scien-
tific Seminar organized by a one-time Scientific Council is direc-
tly confirmed by the chairperson of a one-time Scientific Council.
The chairperson of the Scientific Council makes changes in the
team of the Scientific Seminar having consulted with the SAC.
The Scientific Council consists of members of the Scientific Coun-
cil, members of the Expert Council of the SAC, scientists and ex-
perts carrying out scientific and pedagogical activities and expe-
rienced practitioners.

The dissertation is accepted and registered from the

36 scientific secretary of the Scientific Council accompa-

nied by the cover letter of the chairperson (vice-chair-
person) ofthe Scientific Council, by the authorities ofthe Scienti-
fic Seminar and the same day two reviewers are assigned among
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other experts and scientists or the Scientific Council.

The reviewers hand in their reviews to the scientific secretary
of the Scientific Seminar within 15 days after being acquainted
with the dissertation. The researcher is to be acquainted with
the reviews by the scientific secretary of the Scientific Seminar at
least 5 days before the meeting ofthe Scientific Seminar.

m The activity of the Scientific Seminar is organized in

I a form of a meeting. The agenda ofthe meeting is dis-
tributed to its members by the scientific secretary of

the Scientific Seminar at least >days before the meeting and an-
nounced to the scientific community. Those who are not mem-
bers of the Scientific Seminar can also participate in the meeting.

The meeting of the Scientific Seminar is considered autho-
rized in case at least two-thirds ol the members of the Scienti-
fic Seminar are present. The Scientific Seminar is held under the
leadership ofthe chairperson or a vice chairperson if the chair-
person is absent. In case a scientific set retary does not partici-
pate in the meeting, one ofthe members ol the Scientific Semi-
nar is to be assigned as the secretary by Its chairperson.

m When opening the meeting the (hairperson of the

I Scientific Council gives the floor to .1 scientific secre-

tary ofthe Scientific Seminar to Inform the members

of the Scientific Seminar on its validity (tit the basis ol the reg-

istration book, announcing the researrhei's dlv.eitation theme,
name, surname and patronymic.

After a scientific secretary briels on the researcher, lie/she
is allowed to speak on the essence ..kl the main points of the
dissertation. After the researcher’s speech and questioning are
finished, the reviewers are allowed to speak on the researcher’s
dissertation. In case one ol the reviewers is absent for valid rea-
sons, his/her review is read aloud fully by a scientific secretary
of Scientific Seminar. In case both ol the reviewers are absent, the
meeting of the Scientific Seminar is postponed. In this case, ano-
ther meeting of the Scientific Seminar held on this issue com-
mences with reading out the opponents’ reviews. Then the re-
searcher is given the floor. All the participants may be involved in
the discussion ofthe dissertation.

The chairperson of the Scientific Seminar puts the sugges-
tions in relevant order on the dissertation to the open vote. The
conclusion ofthe Scientific Seminar for the Scientific Council on
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tlu‘ acceptance of the dissertation for defense is considered to be
accepted only when at least two-thirds of the members ofthe Sci-
entific Seminar present at the meeting, approve it. The aforemen-
tioned conclusion is not subjected to any condition. The conclu-
sion of the Scientific Seminar is accepted by putting it to the vote
and the results of the voting are reflected in the written record
of the Scientific Seminar. The draft of the conclusion worked out
by the Scientific Council and, if necessary, the suggestion on chal-
lenging additional members to the team ofthe Scientific Council
is attached to the written record.

I the meeting of the Scientific Seminar:

I the recommendation being in accordance with the
specialty serving as a basis for defending a dissertation, scientific
level of the dissertation, its scientific and practical value, appro-
priate achievements, how fully the results ofthe dissertation are
stated in the published works, scientific results implemented into
practice, defined level of performance expected to be achieved by
the researcher, the conclusion on the completing of the formali-
ties for the dissertation and its abstract, assigning a leading or-
ganization and official opponents, as well as, acceptance of the
dissertation for defense by the Scientific Council.

The written record of the meeting of the Scientific Seminar
is signed by the chairperson and the secretary, confirmed by
the Head of the institution where the Scientific Council is held
and certified with the official stamp ofthe institution. The copy of
the registration list of invitees and members participated in the
meeting is added to the record of the Scientific Seminar. The re-
cord of the Scientific Seminar is given to the researcher and the
chairperson ofthe Scientific Council by either the chairperson or
a scientific secretary. The dissertation is considered within a
month at the Scientific Seminar.

M NN Provisions or an objective assessment of the disserta-
tion is not made, suggestions by the SAC on terminating the ac-
tivities of the Scientific Seminar or reorganizing it are presented
to the Scientific Council. The chairperson ofthe Scientific Semi-
nar submits a report about the activities of the Scientific Seminar
to the chairperson of the Scientific Council until the 10th of De-
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cember annually. The report is to be written in a free form and
include definite information about the issues considered at the
Scientific Seminar. The Scientific Council discusses the report of
the Scientific Seminar at its meeting and presents it to the SAC
with its annual report.

Chapter 5. Acception of Dissertation for
Defense

After presenting a positive conclusion of the Scien-
tific Seminar the dissertation Is lo be submitted for
defense and have a decision ol the St ientific Council
within a month's period.
Only in case the Scientific Count il find', the presented
negative review (or) conclusion ungrounded, the is
sue of dissertation submission can lie tmeadcied in
the Scientific Council at the researcher's will
The dissertation is not to be submitted to tonsldera
tion in case it is not relevant to the specialty ol the
Scientific Council or submitted document*. .11 e not in
line with the requirements. In this case .in .ibstr.ict ol the mi
nutes of the Scientific Council’s session where lltc reasons ol
not accepting the dissertation arc indic ated and all the paper,
submitted by the researcher are to he retin ned
The decision of the Scientific Council on submitting
the dissertation for consideration is taken, given that
the resolution of the Scientific Seminar is positive, by
open vote of, at least, the 2/3 of the Scientific Council mem
bers' support. Leading institutions and official opponents are
approved by the Scientific Council after adopting a resolution on
submitting the dissertation. Within 5-days from the day of sub
mission ofthe dissertation, the copy ofthe dissertation and dis
sertation abstract are to be sent to official opponents and leading
organizations by the Scientific Council enclosing a cover letter.
Three opponents, who are Doctors of Sciences or pro-
fessors, aware of the field of the dissertation are ap-
pointed by the Scientific Council as official opponents;
two of them can be the members of the same Scientific Council.
Official opponents are to belong to different organizations.

| Scientific Council in the form of a review, after con-

| sidering the dissertation, dissertation abstract and
works published on the topic of the dissertation. The review is
to reflect topicality, scientific description given in the disserta-
tion, basic results, conclusion and the degree of relevance of the
applied and theoretical recommendations, its novelty as well as
correspondence to the requirements put to it.

Opponents’ review copies are to be submitted to the appli-
cant by the Scientific Council at least 5 days prior to dissertation
defense.

An official opponent is responsible for his/her unbiased and
qualified review and is to submit it by the time determined by the
Scientific Council.

In case an official opponent’s review does not meet the rele-
vant requirements, the Scientific Council returns itto him/her for
reconsideration or has the right to change the official opponents.

In this case the defense ofthe dissertation is postponed.

m A scientifically weighty organization in appropri-

| ate science or economic sectors distinguished by its

achievements is appointed as a leading organiza-

tion for the dissertation review. Relevant leading organizations
are approved by the SAC in line with the Scientific Council.
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The following organizations cannot be a leading orga-
49 nization:
the organization where the dissertation was written;
the organization where an applicant works;
an applicant's client or partner organizations on his/her
research work;
an organization where an official opponent or a scientific ad-
visor works.
The review presented by the leading organization is
50 to contain the information on the importance of the
applicant’s achieved results in his/her scientific re-
search work and production as well as the inloimat lon on the use
of the results and conclusions, and precise recommendations.
The review of the leading organization is to he wi itten in detail
in the form of the minutes of the Scientific Council's session and
be signed by the chairperson and a scientific secret.iry and app-
roved by the Head or his/her deputy. They are responsible for the
quality and impartiality ofthe review. The copies ol the leading
organization's review are to be submitted to the applu ant by the
Scientific Council at least 5 days prior to the dissertation defense.
In case the review ofthe leading organization does not
51 meet the relevant requirements, the Scientific Council
has the right to return it to the leading organization or
change the leading organization. In this case the defense of the
dissertation is postponed.
Relevant foreign higher educational and scientific ins-
52  titutions can be appointed .is 1 leading organization
and a foreign distinguished expert-scientist/scho-
lar on his/her consent can also he appointed by the Scientific
Council as an official opponent.
After submission of the dissertation for defense, no
corrections ofthe detected mistakes are allowed.

After the decision of submission ofthe dissertation for

defense and prior to publishing of a dissertation ab-

stract the Scientific Council applies to the Supreme At-
testation Commission to place an announcement in the Supreme
Attestation Commission web-site and "The SAC Bulletin".
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m After placing an announcement in the SAC web-site
I the chairperson of the Scientific Council allows to
publish a dissertation abstract as a copyright and the
defense day of the dissertation is appointed. The full text of the
dissertation abstract is placed in the web-site of the institution
where the Scientific Council functions and provides with placing
it in the «ZiyoNET» information network and its electronic ver-
sion is sent by the secretary ofthe Scientific Council to the librar-
ies of the developed countries and research organizations.

In case this requirement is not met by
the Scientific Council, the issue of holding a defense is solved by
the SAC Presidium.
m A dissertation abstract is published with the aim of ex-
| pertising of the dissertation results and propagating
scientific achievements in three languages - Uzbek,
Russian and English in 1,5 printer sheets in every language in
total 4,5 printer sheets at the permission of the Scientific Coun-
cil chairperson. An applicant, a scientific advisor, an institution
where a dissertation was written and the Scientific Council are
responsible for the accuracy and correctness of the translation.
The volume of the dissertation abstract in social-humanitarian
sciences can at least be increased by 30%. A dissertation abstract
should reflect the main idea and conclusions; it should contain
the solution of the new scientific direction or economic branch
problems, an applicant’s contribution to the research he/she has
undertaken, and the degree of novelty and applied significance
are to be demonstrated. A dissertation abstract should be pub-
lished at least in 50 copies.
m One copy of the dissertation is sent to the information
I resource centre of the institution where the disserta-
tion is submitted for defense within 5days and the dis-
sertation abstract - at least 15 days prior to defense at the Scien-
tific Council and they are kept as a copyright forever.
The venue, day and exact time of the dissertation de-
I fense are announced in one ofthe republican central
I newspapers at least 15 days prior to defense by the
Scientific Council and informed through the web-site ofthe insti-
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tution where the Scientific Council functions as well as it is to be
sent to the organizations indicated in the list and in the additio-
nal list approved by the Scientific Council in accordance with the
Annex 3 of the present Provisions. The additional list approved
by the Scientific Council is to include the members ofthe Scientif-
ic Council, research co-coordination centres in appropriate scien-
ce fields, interested organizations and leading expert scholars.

A dissertation abstract is submitted by the secretary

of the Scientific Council to the members of the Sci-

entific Council and to the Supreme Attestation Com-
mission in accordance with the register and it is sent to official
opponents and leading organizations with a cover letter. Disse-
mination of the dissertation abstract is done by post, according
to the list approved by the Scientific Council, to organizations and
to other relevant persons.

Every member of the Scientific Council is to be acquain-
ted in detail with the dissertation abstract and the dissertation
which is kept in the information resource centre of the institu-
tion where the Scientific Council functions. The members of
the Scientific Council can review both the dissertation abstract
and the dissertation.

— Chapter 6. The Scientific Council Session 011 the
/ NMrP* Dissertation Defense

The defense ofthe dissertation is to be carried out in

public through debates, with great firmness, determi-

nation, moral theses, in compliance with all the scien-
tific and practical conclusions and recommendations based on
the analysis.

The sessions of the Scientific Council are led by

the chairperson of the Scientific Council. The chair-

person of the Scientific Council, its vice-chairper-
sons and the scientific secretary cannot undertake their duties
at the Scientific Council session if they are scientific advisors of
the applicant. In such a case their duties are temporarily assigned
to one of the members of the Scientific Council by the Head of
the institution. If the chairperson, avice-chairperson and a scien-
tific secretary are all absent, the Scientific Council session is
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postponed.
| Before opening the session of the Scientific Council,
| the draft conclusion ofthe Scientific Council, prepared
by the Scientific Seminar is distributed to all the mem-
bers ofthe Scientific Council.
m The session is considered to be authorized in case it is
| attended by at least two-thirds ofthe members and, at

N N W least, 3 Doctors of Sciences on the specialty of the dis-
sertation. Participation of the members of the Scientific Coun-
cil in the session, their scientific specialty, academic degrees are
registered in the verbatim record of the meeting.

m After opening the Scientific Council session the chair-
| person, in line with the Annex 4 of the Scientific
Council regulations, announces the validity of the
session, the dissertation theme, and the names ofthe official op-
ponents on the basis ofthe record ofthe Scientific Council mem-
bers and also the name ofthe leading organization. After that, the
scientific secretary gives information related to the documents
handed over by the applicant and the information on their main
content in accordance with requirements.
I The applicant is given the floor in order to present the
| essence of the dissertation and its main issues, and
also he/she answers the questions. The scientific con-
sultant makes a speech after the applicant. After the scientific
consultant’s speech the scientific secretary reads scientific con-
clusions and the review of the leading institution on the research
work and the author’s dissertation abstract.

In case of a great number of positive reviews on the disserta-
tion abstract only the gist ofthe opinions is outlined with the per-
mission of the Scientific Council members but negative reviews
are read in full. After consideration of reviews the applicant is
given the floor. The official opponents are given the floor after the
applicant. The applicant is given the floor after each opponent’s
speech.

m The defense of the dissertation is allowed even if
I one of the opponents, presented a positive feed-
| back, is unable to attend the dissertation defense due
to some valid reasons. Then, this opponent's review is read in
full content at the meeting of the Scientific Council by a scientific
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secretary.
The members of the Scientific Council and .ill parti-
cipants ofthe meeting have the right to participate in
the debate.

After the defense of the dissertation and debates, the
issue on giving the degree of the ‘Doctor ol Science’
is considered by the Scientific Council on llir b.isis of
a secret ballot.
Secret ballot is carried out in line with Ih<® Annex » of
the Provisions using ballots provided bv the Counting
commission.
The counting commission consists of <persons, par
ticipating in the meeting of the Scientific Council and
having a decisive vote, which is selected by a majority
ofthe members ofthe Scientific Council by open vote.
In secret ballot the members of the Scientific Council,
72 who take part in the meeting and have the right to de-
cisive vote, are to participate, and they are to be gi-
ven bulletin by the commission on the basis of their registration.
Members of the Scientific Council are not taken into account in
determining a quorum ifthey are late for the dissertation defense
or leave before the expiry of the term of defense and are not to be
registered in the list of members of the Scientific Council.
When the voting is over, the box is to be opened
Othe members of the Counting commission and ballots
are to be counted in compliance with the Annex 6 of
the Provisions and the minutes (hereinafter the Commission’s
minutes] of the Counting commission meeting on voting results
is written.
Ballots, not distributed before the secret voting, are
74  marked and given to the Counting commission and
the rest of the ballots are registered in the records
of the commission. Ballots which do not identify the opinion are
considered to be invalid and registered in the commission re-
cords. All the ballots are put into the envelope and sealed by the
commission and the Annex is attached to the record. The Coun-
ting commission’srecord is approved by the majority ofthe mem-
bers ofthe Scientific Council open vote. If the record of the com-
mission is not approved, the discussion ofthe dissertation is to go
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on. In this case new ballots are to be prepared by the commission
and the secret voting is to be held again. The Scientific Council
can consider the issue on disapproval of the minutes of the com-
mission in case of violation of the procedure.

| After the approval of the commission's minutes and

positive decision on the matter ofthe degree of'Doctor
| of Science’, the conclusion of the Scientific Council is
put forward for consideration.

IThe following matters are reflected in the conclusion

of the Scientific Council:

Ithe most important scientific results of the applicant;
research novelty and the assessment of practical results;
scientific and practical importance of the dissertation;
recommendations concerning the use of dissertation;
those requirements which dissertation meets.

The conclusion is made by open voting of the majority mem-
bers of the Scientific Council. In case of negative conclusion (de-
cision) on the issue of giving the degree of‘Doctor of Science’, the
discussion is not allowed.

IIf documents on the results of the dissertation (in

science, technology, health care, social services and

lother sectors of the economy) are submitted by the
applicant, the recommendations are to be put forward for discus-
sion by the Scientific Council.

IBased on the results of the vote by the Scientific Coun-

cil the positive or negative decision on giving the de-

Igree ‘Doctor of Science' is made.

IThe positive decision is made if at least two-thirds

of the members of the Scientific Council, that have the

Iright to vote, participating in the meeting have voted

for it.
The applicant is given the floor after the decision of
the Scientific Council is read out.

IWhen the positive decision is made by the Scienti-
fic Council, after the dissertation defense, a copy of
"the following documents are sent to the SAC within
10 days: a covering letter signed by the chairperson of the Scien-
tific Council (chairperson of the meeting) on the blank of the
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institution; the CV of the applicant; the original version of the
verbatim record of the Scientific Council session (to which the
transcripts of the members of the Scientific Council is attached);
reviews of official opponents and the leading institution; copy of
the announcement in the republican central newspaper concer-
ning the appointed venue, date and time for holding the defense
of dissertation; documents on practical use of the dissertation re-
sults; a copy of the passport of the applicant; documents certify-
ing the activities of the applicant (copies of documents on higher
education; a copy of the diploma or degree certificate; copies of
the original certificate of qualification examinations; or written
consent of co-authors; one copy of the dissertation and disser-
tation abstract in two versions; the dissertation, the dissertation
abstract and the applicant's objective records in electronic for-
mat (CD drive].

|A second copy of the certification file is stored in the

archives of the institution.

Chapter 7. Procedures ofthe Scientific Council
/ffeppy session on consideration of the
dissertation sent by the SAC

In order to obtain an additional conclusion, the dis-

sertation sent by the SAC is discussed by the Scientific

Council within 2 months. Before the discussion of the
matter at the meeting of the Scientific Council, a panel commis-
sion, set up of three members of the Scientific Council, is respon-
sible for considering the applicant's dissertation and the previ-
ous critical opinions and submitting all related conclusions to the
Scientific Council.

The applicant is invited to the meeting of the Scienti-

fic Council where his/her dissertation is being consi-

Idered. The applicant is familiarized with the conclu-
sion of the commission. Official opponents, the representatives
of the leading organization and others can be invited to the mee-
ting by the Scientific Council. The participation of the Scientific
Council members in the meeting and their scientific degrees and
specialties in the Scientific Council are recorded in the verbatim
record of the meeting.
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During the opening procedure of the meeting

the chairperson informs the members of the Scientific

Council about the authorization of the meeting.
After the opening procedure the chairperson announces the
discussion of the dissertation submitted for getting additional
conclusions. Then the chairperson outlines the theme of the
dissertation, presents the Scientific Council where the defense
has taken place and the names of official opponents and the
leading institution. The critical opinions on the dissertation
provided at the earlier stages are highlighted by the secretary of
the Scientific Council. The essence ofthe dissertation is presented
by the applicant. During this process the applicant can be asked
some related questions.

The consideration starts when the floor is given to

one of the members of the commission. Every per-

son participating in the meeting has a right to share
with his/her opinion. After the consideration the applicant
is given the floor for the final speech and then the secret ballot
takes place in line with the items 70-74 of the current Provisions.
The decision of the Scientific Council is considered positive if the
two -thirds of the authorized members have voted for the disser-
tation under discussion.

After the approval of the record, the Scientific Coun-

cil adopts the text of the conclusion by the majority

votes of the participants. Pros and cons of the disser-
tation are pointed out in the conclusion. A copy of the conclu-
sion is provided to the applicant after its approval.

The results of the secret ballot, the verbatim record

signed by the chairperson and the secretary of the

Scientific Council, the text of the conclusion and the
dissertation itself are submitted to the SAC within 10 days.

Chapter 8. Procedures ofthe Scientific Council
X session on deprivation or restoration
J ofa scientific degree

If the document proving the deprivation or resto-
ration of someone’s scientific degree is submitted to
the meeting of the Scientific Council, a commission of
5 person-members of the Scientific Council is set up to study the
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trustworthiness of the submitted documents.

The conclusion is made by the commission based on the re-
sults of the study. And the conclusion is submitted to the consi-
deration of the Scientific Council. The materials prepared by the
commission are to be considered by the Scientific Council within
one month.

| The meeting of the Scientific Council is held with the

| participation of the person whose Issues are being

discussed. The person is to be informed about the date

and the venue of the meeting at least 10 days before the meeting.
If the person misses the meeting without any excuses and/or re
fuses to participate in the meeting, the Scientific Council adopts a
resolution on arranging a meeting in the absence ol that person.
If this person applies for the Council to change or postpone the
date of the meeting and submits trustworthy excuses the mee
ting is postponed.

m During the opening procedure of the meeting

| the chairperson informs the members of the Scion

I tific Council about the authorization of the meeting
and announces the discussion of the matter about restoration
or deprivation of a scientific degree. One of the members ol the
commission makes a speech on the matter. After the speech, the
floor is given to the person whose matter of restoration or tlepri
vation of a scientific degree is being discussed. All the parlici
pants of the meeting have a right to make a speech.

| After the consideration, the secret ballot is held by the

I Scientific Council on the issue in line with the items

70-74 of the current Provisions. The decision of the

Scientific Council is considered positive il the two thirds of the
authorized members votes are for the restoration or deprivation
of a scientific degree.

m After the approval of the record, the Scientific Council

| adopts the text of the resolution by the majority votes

M N 1 of the participants. The resolution includes the es-
sence of the discussed materials, definite results and the conclu-
sion on whether there is enough ground for claiming restoration
or deprivation of a scientific degree from the SAC. The results of
the secret ballot and the content of the resolution of the Scientific
Council are to be informed to the person whose matter is under
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discussion.
If the resolution on restoration or deprivation of a
scientific degree is adopted by the Scientific Council,
the verbatim record signed by the chairperson and the
secretary of the Scientific Council and the conclusion containing
the results of the secret ballot is submitted to the SAC within 10
days.

Chapter 9. Procedures ofthe Scientific Council
Session on Considering an Appeal

When an interested party files an appeal against the
resolution of the Scientific Council a commission of at
least 5 person-members of the Scientific Council is set
up to study the trustworthiness of the submitted documents and
to prepare the draft of the Scientific Council conclusion.
If an appeal has been filed against the resolution of the
Scientific Council on giving a scientific degree, the chairper-
son of the Scientific Council informs the SAC about it within one
week. The appeal is studied and discussed by the commission
within the dates indicated in the Law of the Republic of Uzbekis-
tan "On Applications by Individuals and Corporate Bodies”.
The interested party, which filed the appeal, is in-
formed about the date of the meeting at least 5 days
before the meeting and they are invited to the meeting
of the Scientific Council. If the person, who filed the appeal, ap-
plies for the Council to change or postpone the date of the mee-
ting and submits trustworthy excuses the meeting is postponed.
If the person misses the meeting without any excuses the mee-
ting of the Scientific Council is held in the absence of that person.
During the opening procedure of the meeting the
chairperson announces the authorization of the mee-
ting. The participation of the Scientific Council mem-
bers in the meeting and their scientific degrees and specialties in
the Scientific Council are recorded in the verbatim record of the
meeting.
After the opening procedure the chairperson announces the
discussion of the appeal and gives the floor to the secretary to
read the appeal in a loud voice. One of the members of the corn-
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mission makes a speech on the results of the fulfilled work and
on the draft of the Scientific Council conclusion. All the partici-
pants of the meeting have a right to share their opinions.
After the discussion, the set ret ballot is held by the
Scientific Council on thelissue. The decision of the
Scientific Council is considered positive if the two-
thirds of the authorized members voles support the conclusion
on the appeal.

The verbatim record signed by the chairperson .nut the sec-
retary of the Scientific Council and the conclusion containing the
results ofthe secret ballot on the appeal are submitted to the SAC
within 10 days.

Chapter 10. Final regulations

PROVISIONS ON CONFERMENT OF THE SCIENTIFIC DEGItEE
OF DOCTOR OF SCIENCE’

The present Provisions regulate the procedures of giving a
degree of ‘Doctor of Science’ in accordance with the laws ‘On
Education*, ‘National Program of Personnel Training', the Dec-
ree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Training
Highly Qualified Scientific and Scientific-pedagogical Personnel
and Further Improving the Attestation System” Ne PD-4456 as of
July 24, 2012 and the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers "On
Postgraduate Education and Further Improving the Attestation
of Scientific and Scientific-pedagogical Personnel” Ne 365 as of
December 28, 2012.

Chapter 1. General regulations

In the Provisions the following basic concepts are

used:

Scientific Council - a scientific-organizational struc-
ture established by the decision of the Supreme Attestation Com-
mission (hereinafter the SAC) under the Cabinet of Ministers of
the Republic of Uzbekistan at the leading higher educational or
research institutions, for a certain period of time to undertake the
consideration and the organization of attestation procedures for
relevant specialties of applicants seeking for scientific degrees;

Researcher - the person who undertakes a research work at
relevant postgradute educational institutions;

Applicant - the person whose dissertation paper is accepted
by the Scientific Council for defense and whose attestation folded
book is in the process of consideration;
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Attestation - assessment of the applicants' (researchers’)
theoretical knowledge and professional competence in the pro-
cess of training of high skilled scientific and scientific-pedagogi-
cal personnel, by taking qualification examinations, undertaking
a dissertation approbation, its defense and its expertise by the
SAC;

Attestation folded book - a legalized set of documents to
approve the applicant’s scientific degree;

Dissertation - a scientific work undertaken personally by
the author, the research essence of which meets the set of re-
quirements, and is a complete scientific work, the scientific no-
velty and practical results of which are grounded;

Dissertation abstract - an official copyright scientific re-
search work including general information of the research work,
its novelty, and practical results are generalized systematically;
information on the published works is given as well;

Institution where the dissertation is written - a special,
responsible organization for carrying out a research work that
is approved by a higher educational or scientific research insti-
tution Council and being authorized for publication in the "SAC
Bulletin”;

Expertise - scientific and normative-technical evaluation
of documents’ essence and attestation procedures relevance
with appropriate legal documents;

Scientific advisor - a specialist, appointed by the order of
the appropriate higher educational or scientific research insti-
tution Council, to be a scientific advisor and this information is
published in the "SAC Bulletin";

Appeal - an appeal, based on the orders, for giving a scienti-
fic degree ofthe 'Doctor of Science’ or rejection ofit; or ‘Doctor of
Science’ degree deprivation or restoration.

| A scientific degree ‘Doctor of Science’ is given to those
I whose documents meet the legal requirement, intel-
| lectual persons who have deep professional compe-
tence in special field of science, who have scientific achievements.
| The persons allowed to defense a dissertation on
I Medicine are to have a higher education in the sphere
| of Medicine; to defense the dissertation in the science
of vet are to have a higher education in the sphere of vet; to de-
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fense the dissertation in the science of law are to have .1 higher
education in the field of law.

Dissertation iswritten in line with the researcher's experiment
and is based on the announced scientific research works.

Dissertation registration and its defense is carried out accor-
ding to the researcher’s choice in Uzbek, Russian, Karakalpak
and English or carried out in other languages with the SAC agree
ment.

An applicant, & scientific advisor, institutions where the
dissertation is written and the Scientific Council are respon-
sible for the goals and objectives of the research work as well
as for the dissertation and the dissertation abstract contents.

Scientific researchers who passed the relevant quali-

O fication examinations are allowed to defend their dis-
sertations.

m The author, who contributes to scientific and tech-

I nological development, modernization of economic

| spheres, and to development of social sphere, who has

adequate intellectual property, according to the conclusion of the

relevant ministries and agencies, on the basis of the SAC Presi-

dium decision, in exceptional cases, without defense of a disser-

tation, adegree of‘Doctor of Science' is given in the relevant field.

The procedures of conducting a dissertation defense and
giving a degree of'Doctor of Science' is organized in accordance
with relevant legal documents.

m After the defense of a researcher’s dissertation in the
I scientific community, the Scientific Council’s deci-
I sion on giving a scientific degree of'Doctor of Science'
is approved by the SAC Presidium taking into account SAC's rele-
vant Expert Council (hereinafter the Expert Council) recommen-
dation..
Applicants, given a degree of ‘Doctor of Science’, are
given their diplomas in accordance with the State
Standard.

m In order to get a degree of 'Doctor of Science’ the dis-
| sertation is to be of great quality, moreover, the re-
search undertaken by the author, is to be in line with

new developments in the socio-economic and other crucial scien-
ces or is to contribute to solving the practical problems or pro-
ducing new components of theoretical rules for developmentofa
network of science in socio-economic sphere or for development
in general economic direction.

I Dissertation is to be written personally by the re-

| searcher, new scientific achievements given, and

is to be open defense in scientific community for fur-

ther discussion. It is to contain a set of practical results and no-
velty, have consistency of its aspects, a unified approach to the
content, and is to be finished and reflected the applicant's per-
sonal contribution to the science.

m The theoretical significance of scientific findings in

I science, taken from the dissertation, is to have a prac-

| tical value for the economy and solutions of crucial
problems in social sphere. The information of research results’
utilization in practice is to be presented.

The results of dissertation introduced to science and practice;
key documents adopted for their implementation by the
organizations are to be discussed in the Scientific Council and
attached to the attestation folded book.

These documents are to be considered by the Scientific-
technical Councils of organizations, and should be approved by
their authority.

m An applicant’s scientific dissertation in the form of a

| scientific report is to contain a brief statement of the

summarized results, having important theoretical and

practical value in a relevant scientific field, are to be reflected in
scientific findings and published works.

The significance of the scientific work and a conclusion on the
dissertation defense in the form of dissertation report are to be
given by the institution where the dissertation has been written.
A permission of the SAC Presidium to defense the scientific
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dissertation in the form of the report is to be available.
I The theme of the dissertation is to be in line with the
| priority directions of scientific and technological de-
velopment and is to be topical for the world scientific
and technological development trends.

The theme of the dissertation is approved by the Council of
a higher educational or research institution. After the disserta-
tion theme is approved, relevant information on registration and
publication of the announcement in the "SAC Bulletin" is sent to
the SAC.

Some changes can be added to the theme of the dissertation
before its defense.

m Dissertation is authorized in the form of introduction,
| at least four chapters, basic conclusions and the list of
| used literature.

The text of the dissertation is not to exceed 200 pages. In the
field of social and humanity sciences the length of the dissertation
can be increased by 30%.

At the title page of the dissertation and at the back of
the dissertation abstract's cover page the name of a scientific
advisor is to be written.

If necessary, with the approval of the SAC the second scientific
advisor’'s name can be added, itdoesn’t require the permission of
the SAC when the dissertation is written in integrated specialties.

No changes are to be added after the acception of the disser-
tation by the Scientific Council.

I Itis recommended to use modern literature, present-

I ing the dissertation. The used references in the dis-

sertation are to be given by the applicant’s choice, in

the alphabetic order, systematical or textual order or in the form

of the sequence. It is prohibited to add the references or litera-
ture to the list, being not referred to.

m The source of materials and the full name of the au-

I thors as well as the idea of collaborators and their

HWM WM work are to be cited in the dissertation or the disser-
tation abstract.

An applicant can add to the dissertation only the part of his/
her contribution to the research which is done in cooperation.

In case of using another person's material, source and au-
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thor’'s dissertation without citation, irrespective of the steps
are taken, the consideration is to be banned and the applicant is
to be deprived of the right to defend his/her dissertation on this
topic.

Chapter 3. Requirements for the announced
scientific publications in line with
the dissertation theme

The novelty of the dissertation is to be reflected in

published scientific papers. Results of the dissertation

should be discussed (approbated) at international
and republican scientific-practical conferences, seminars and at
round table discussions.

Scientific results of the dissertation are to be announced in
periodical scientific publications. Total number of scientific pa-
pers published in line with the dissertation theme are to be at
least 15, and, at least, 10 of them are to be published in the lead-
ing scientific journals, recommended by the SAC for publishing
the basic scientific results of doctoral thesis, as well as in publi-
cations included in the e-scientific-technical journals' list (here-
inafter the List).

The results of the dissertation on socio-humanitarian and
economic sciences are to be declared as monographs.

At least two articles based on the dissertation
theme are to be published in the List of the developed
foreign countries' authoritative special scientific jour-
nals, as well as two materials (articles, reports or thesis) are to be
included into international scientific-practical conference mate-
rials, one of which into foreign conference materials publication.
If the number of articles published by the researcher
does not comply with the items 16 and 17 of the pre-
sent Provisions but the issue of the dissertation is of
high scientific and practical value, the dissertation defense is
considered by the SAC Presidium.
Scientific publications reflecting the scientific results
of the dissertation include: protection of intellectual
property (ownership) documents (patent), scientific
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maps, published scientific papers of the reports made .it Scienti-
fic Seminars, conferences, establishment of the enterprises, their
expansion, and moderniz.it mn, technical and technological parts
of re-equipment projects .is well.

Intellectual property protection documents (patents) 011 the
dissertation theme are included in the List, and it is considered
as an article published in the scientific specialized editions ol the
developed foreign countries.

A monograph ol .it least (> printer sheets published by (In-
decision of the Council of the higher educational or scientific
research institution is considered as articles published in the
national scientific press, but it does not concern the monograph
on the dissertation results of socio-humanitarian and economic
subjects.

Academic text books and manuals in which the outcomes
of the dissertation have been reflected are not considered as an-
nounced scientific works.

Dissertation abstract is to be written by an applicant.

I The list of published works is to be reflected in the
dissertation abstract in the following order:

in the first section - scientific works published in the
registered scientific publications as well as intellectual property
protection documents;

in the second section - other scientific works published in line
with the dissertation theme.

I All scientific works which are given in the dissertation
abstract should be related to the theme of the disser-
tation.

Information on the published scientific works, full names of
the authors as well as exact pages of the journals in which ar-
ticles are announced are to be reflected in the dissertation and
dissertation abstract.

Scientific works which are not published are not to be at-
tached to the dissertation abstract.

| If a researcher's paper is in co-authorship, he/she is

I to acknowledge the co-authors service honestly and
ask a written permission from the other authors of

the articles to use it fully or partly in his/her dissertation.
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The copies of the applicant’s main scientific works are
to be sent to the SAC.

Chapter 4. Initial expertise of the dissertation at
the institution where the research
work has been carried out

In order to undergo an initial expert examination of
the dissertation, a researcher writes an application
to the Head of the institution. The Head of the insti-
tution sends a dissertation for initial expert examination to the
relevant departments, laboratories or divisions or joint inter-de-
partments or inter-laboratories scientific-technical seminars of
the institution or the institution in which scientific researches on
the dissertation specialty are carried out.
The institution presents an initial expertise conclu-
sion on the dissertation. The conclusion is presen-
ted in the form of detailed abstract of the minutes of
the Scientific Seminar which should be signed by the chairperson
and the scientific secretary of the Scientific Seminar, as well as
approved by the Head of the institution with its official stamp.
The conclusion is given to the researcher within two
months since its first acceptance for expertise.
The Head of the institution, where the dissertation is
written, is responsible for its quality and punctuality.
The researcher may independently apply to the Scien-
tific Seminars for the initial expert examination of the
dissertation.
If the Head of the institution is not satisfied with the
initial results of the dissertation, he/she can send it
back to additional expertise.
If a researcher wants to defend his/her dissertation
(scientific research work undertaken in the Republic
of Uzbekistan] abroad, he/she is to take permission
from the SAC in accordance with the established procedures.

In this case, an application letter, a
copy of the dissertation and the dissertation abstract are kept in
the Scientific Council.

Documents prepared for the process of dissertation defense
are also kept in the Scientific Council and they can be resent to
the newly assigned (upon questioning) institution where the
dissertation is re-defended upon an application letter.

I If the Scientific Council makes a negative decision on

I the results of the dissertation defense, the applicant’s

diploma copy, certificates on qualification examina-

tions, copies of scientific works and the dissertation are to be re-

turned to the applicant. In this case the dissertation is taken out

from the fund of the Information Resource Center and kept in

the archive of the institution where the dissertation research has
been carried out.

Reviews on the dissertation, the dissertation abstract, de-
fense verbatim record, curriculum vitae and the conclusion of
the institution, where the dissertation has been written, are re-
tained in the Scientific Council and sent to the institution where
the defense is to take place according to the application letter.

The Scientific Council informs the SAC in awritten form of its
negative decision on the dissertation within 10 days after the dis-
sertation defense. In that case, the dissertation abstract and the
Scientific Council’s shorthand record are sent to the SAC.

When the dissertation is represented, a former assigned

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Chapter 7. Examination of the attestation
folded book at the SAC

The attestation folded book as well as the dissertation
are received by the SAC relevant departments and
presented to the Expert Council for review.

If the Scientific Council does not follow the regulation
orders during the defense of a dissertation, the SAC
stops examining the folded book due to the decision

of Order-regulation commission ol the SAC authority and the de-
fense of the above mentioned dissertation is carried out by the
Scientific Council.

The Expert Council makes a decision after examining
the attestation folded book and the dissertation, and
then this decision is discussed at the next SAC Presi-

If the SAC Presidium does not find the scientific work
valid, itsends the latter to the Expert Council to review.

The review period of the attestation folded book is not
to, as a rule, exceed 3 months. The term can be pro-
longed up to 2 months by the decision of the SAC Pre-

sidium if a scientific expertise demands a detailed observation.

It is not permitted to correct mistakes in the attesta-
tion folded book during its examination by the SAC.

The SAC Presidium confirms or rejects the decision of
the Scientific Council on giving a scientific degree or
not, according to the Expert Council’s conclusion.

A person’s dissertation, the dissertation abstract and
their electronic versions, having newly obtained a
scientific degree of ‘Doctor of Science’, are submit-

ted to the National library named after A.Navoi.

Chapter 8. Preparation and giving diplomas

The decision comes into effect after the SAC Presidi-
um resolution on approving the decision of the Scien-
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tific Council on giving a degree 'Doctor of Science’ and the appli-
cant is to be officially awarded with the diploma within 20 days.
If the diploma confirming a scientific degree is lost or
is not valid, the duplicate is given by the SAC upon the
person’s application letter.
The following documents are to be attached to the application
letter:
acopy of the passport;
acopy ofanannouncement about the document loss in the re-
publican central newspaper (ifitis lost);
note of the lost and found department (ifitis lost).
In case the scientific degree holder’'s name, surname
or patronymic are changed he/she is given a duplicate
of the diploma.

Chapter 9. Deprivation or retrieval of the
scientific degree.

If plagiarism, presenting fake documents and un-

fair expertise are tracked, persons, given a scien-

tific degree, may be deprived of a scientific degree
by the SAC Presidium in line with the conclusion of the Scientific
Council and the Expert Council.

After 10 years since the SAC Presidium resolution on appro-
ving the decision of the Scientific Council on giving a degree of
‘Doctor of Science’, deprivation issue of a scientific degree is not
subjected to consider.

The decision of the Scientific Council to deprive or

retrieve a 'Doctor of Science’ degree is handled by the

Expert Council.

The final resolution on deprivation or retrieving a

‘Doctor of Science’ degree is adopted upon the con-

sideration of the Expert Council decision by the SAC
Presidium.
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Chapter 10. An appeal consideration

Persons interested in obtaining a scientific degree

may appeal to the Scientific Council or the SAC on

the decision of the Scientific Council to give or not to
give a scientific degree ol 'Doctor ol Science’.

Persons concerned in the above may appeal to the SAC on
the decision of the SAC Presidium to consider the issues on nos-
trification and recognizing the documents on scientific degrees
given to foreign people who live and work constantly in the Re-
public of Uzbekistan and citizens of Uzbekistan by the stale high
attestation bodies of foreign countries.

An appeal is presented in two months from the day of adopted
relevant order.

An appeal is considered in assigned order and the pe-
riod determined in the law "On appeal of individual
and juridical persons” of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
An appeal is considered by the Scientific Council in
an accepted order in line with legal documents regu-
lating the activity of the Scientific Council,.

The Scientific Council conclusion on the presented
appeal is in line with the decision of the Scientific
Council and the SAC Presidium is considered by the

Order-regulation commission of the SAC.

Order-regulation commission of the SAC may present an
appeal for examination to the Expert Council. If necessary, an
Appeal Commission is set up consisting of specialist-scirntists
who haven’t participated in prior stage ol considering the lollow-
ing problem in the SAC.

The Appeal Commission is to be consisted of minimum 5
members according to the order of the SAC Presidium.

The conclusion presented by the Order-regulation

commission, the Expert Council, or the Appeal Com-

mission is considered by the SAC Presidium and
it takes a final decision on the appeal.

Final decision taken by the SAC Presidium on the

appeal is immediately delivered to the person

who has appealed, as well as to the Scientific Council.
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Chapter 11. Final regulations

Documents on a scientific degree of ‘Doctor of Sci-

ence’ given to citizens of the Republic of Uzbekistan

by the higher attestation organs of foreign countries
and foreign citizens who live and work constantly in the Republic
of Uzbekistan are validated (made equal to standard documents
by recertifying) by the SAC according to the regulation of vali-
dating/nostrification (registration of equivalence) and admitting
documents on getting a scientific degree in foreign countries
confirmed by the Resolution Ne 283 of the Cabinet of Ministers as
of July 25, 2000.

Data on persons obtaining a scientific degree (Ph.D.)

58 or other equal scientific degrees in foreign countries

are considered according to the list of documents pre-
sented to the SAC under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic
of Uzbekistan for considering data on the Resolution Ne 246 ap-
proved by the Cabinet of Ministers as of August 25, 2015.

PROVISIONS ON CONFERMENT OF AN ACADEMIC STATUS

The present Provisions regulate the activity on the conferment
of an academic status in accordance with the Resolution of the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Strengthening Ma-
terial and Technical Basis of Higher Educational Insitutions and
Further Imrovement of Highly Qualified Specialists Training", the
Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Train-
ing Highly Qualified Scientific and Scientific-pedagogical Person-
nel and Further Improving the Attestation System" Ne PD-4456
as of July 24, 2012 and the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers
"On Postgraduate Education and Further Improving the Attesta-
tion of Scientific and Scientific-pedagogical Personnel” Ne 365 as
of December 28, 2012.

Chapter 1. General regulations

Most common concepts are used in the following Pro-
visions:
Academic status - a scientific title of a professor, an
associate professor and a senior scientific researcher;
Applicant - the person whose dissertation paper is accepted
by the Scientific Council for defense and whose attestation folded
book is in the process of consideration;
Attestation - the process oftesting an applicant's competence
systematically;

Academic statuses of a professor, an associate profes-
sor and a senior staff scientist are given according to
their scientific specialty.

Academic status of a professor is given to people of
high intellectual who have been successfully engaged
in scientific-pedagogical and scientific activity in per-
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sonnel advanced training and retraining institutions, scientific
research institutes and equalized institutions, and scientific re-
search structures (hereinafter SRI] of HEIs, who achieved a deep
professional knowledge in a certain field of science and success
in their own specialty. Academic status of an associate professor
and a senior scientific assistant are given to people of high in-
tellectual who have been successfully engaged in scientific-peda-
gogical and scientific activity in the HEI and SRI.

Academic status of a senior staff scientist is equalized

to the academic status of an associate professor.

Academic status is given to people who have a rele-

vant scientific degree, a Master’s degree, higher edu-

cation or higher military education diploma, obtained
before a Master’s degree and a higher education diploma, in line
with the requirements of the present Provisions, references of
HEI and the Scientific Councils of the scientific research institu-
tions, by the SAC Presidium resolution. Recommendation is gi-
ven by the authorities of the applicant's main job-place.

A certificate is given to persons who received an aca-

demic status.

Chapter 2. Requirements for getting an academic
status.

§8-1. General requirements

Applicants need to meet the following requirements
for getting an academic status:

a) undertaking a scientific research under
grants, economy sector contracts and other scientific projects;

b) undertaking educational-spiritual activities;

c) participating in the process of attestation in higher edu-
cational and post-graduate educational systems (a reviewer, a
member of a Scientific Seminar, Scientific Council which gives a
scientific degree, a member of qualification examinations com-
mission, an official opponent and others) within the last two
years;

d) applying modern methods of teaching, conducting lecture

a) have a scientific degree o f'Doctor of Science’, 'Candidate of
Science’ or Ph.D. received in foreign countries or other scientific
degrees equal to it.

b) worked in SRI for minimum 2 years;

c) published scientific works, such as a monograph, at least
10 articles in scientific journals (2 of them in prestigious foreign
scientific journals) after dissertation defense;

d) have educational literature being used in pedagogical
practice;

e) achieved great scientific and scientific-technical results, ap-
plied in normative-juridical documents (The Constitution of the
Republic of Uzbekistan, laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan, reso-
lutions of the chambers of Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan, decrees and orders of the President of the Republic of Uz-
bekistan, resolutions of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic
of Uzbekistan or ministries, state committees, administrations);

f) contributed to the progress of integration of education,
science and practice, of training personnel and upbringing intel-
lectual generation.
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8-4. Procedure of giving an academic status of an
associate professor to the specialists of HEI

m An academic status of an associate professor is gj-
I ven to specialists who work at HEI successfully moe-
ting general and the following requirements:

a) have a scientific degree 'Doctor of Science', 'Candidate of
Science' or Ph.D. received in foreign countries or other equal sci-
entific degrees;

b) have minimum 5 years ol pedagogical and scientific expe-
rience and 3 years of pedagogical experience at 11M,;

c) worked in the positions of the Head of the department,
[acting as] a professor, (acting as) an associate professor or a se-
nior teacher, a deputy Head of the department of HEI staff, car-
rying a successful scientific activity at minimum 0.25 rate in the
positions of the rector (director, Head), a deputy rector (deputy
director, deputy Head), a scientific secretary, the Head of an ad-
ministrative-organizational structure (faculty, department) of
HEL.

Winners of the competition “The best pedagogue of HEI” who
took the 1st place in each sphere of educational nominations
not experiencing a one-year term of the relevant acting position
during 3 years may submit documents to the SAC to get an aca-
demic status of an associate professor;

d) have published scientific works, minimum 3 articles, in
scientific journals recommended by SAC after dissertation de-
fense (for the applicants in the medical sphere - at least 5 articles
in the relevant scientific journals and one of them in authorita-
tive foreign scientific journals after dissertation defense);

e) have published educational literature, such as an edu-
cational or methodical manual after dissertation defense rele-
vant to the educational programs of the HEI, as well as for the
applicants in medical sphere additionally one monograph;

f) an applicant, working in the department relevant to special-
ty is to be a scientific adviser to 2 Master’s department students
and 4 graduates of Bachelor department or trained winners or
team winners of competitions of state (named) scholarships, in-
ternational and republican competitions (for the applicants in
the medical sphere - trained 5 graduates of Master’s department
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or tutored laureates of the state scholarships or Republican, in-
ternational scientific Olympiads).
m An academic status of an associate professor is giv-
I en as an exception to high skilled specialists (except
specialties on theory and history of culture and art)
who do not have a scientific degree and meet general and the
following requirements of the Provisions:

a) have a relevant higher education;

b) have minimum 5 years of pedagogical and scientific expe-
rience, including 3 years of pedagogical experience at HEI,

¢) meet the requirement of the short paragraph "c" of item 19
of the Provisions;

d) have scientific and creative works, such as 3 scientific ar-
ticles in scientific journals, recommended by the SAC to publish
the basic scientific results of doctorate dissertations (for the ap-
plicants in the medical sphere - at least 5 articles in the relevant
scientific journals and one of them in authoritative foreign scien-
tific journals after dissertation defense);

e) have published educational literature, such as a textbook
(2 textbooks in co-authorship) used in one of the directions of
education (except specialties of culture, art, architecture, sport
and physical training) and teaching aids in single authorship
(if manuals are not sufficient a textbook published beyond the
required norm may be considered as a manual), as well as one
monograph to the applicants in the medical sphere.

f) an applicant, working in the department of relevant spe-
cialty is to be a scientific adviser of 4 graduates of Bachelor de-
partment or have trained a winner or team winners for state
(named) scholarships, international or republican Olympiads or
competitions.

8-5. Giving an academic status of a senior staffscientist to
specialists of scientific research institutions

m An academic status of a senior scientific assistant is
I given to specialists meeting general and the following
M requirements:
a) have a scientific degree of ‘Doctor of Science’, ‘Candidate
of Science’ or Ph.D. received in foreign countries or other equal
scientific degrees;
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b) have 5 years of scientific and pedagogical experience and 3
years of scientific experience in SKI (5 years for the applicants in
the medical sphere);

¢) work at least one year (3 years for the applicants in the
medical sphere) in one of the positions as the Head of the state
grant, the Head of ascientific organizational hoard, the chiefstaff
scientist, a leading stall scientist and senior stall scientist of the
SRI staff, or carry out a successful scientific activity at minimum
0.25 rate in the positions of the Head of SRI, a deputy director, a
scientific secretary undertaking scientific research successfully
(in case of po- sitive changes in his/her position, the period of
working in prior positions is also taken into account);

d) have published scientific works, such as minimum 3 scien-
tific articles in scientific journals and scientific article in influen-
tial foreign journals after dissertation defense (for the applicants
in the medical sphere - 1 monograph and at least 5 articles in
scientific journals and one of them in authoritative foreign scien-
tific journals).

m An academic status of a senior staff scientist is not
I given to persons not having got a scientific degree.

8-6. Giving an academic status to the part time specialists

I An academic status is given to the positions men-
Ne LI tioned in the 2-5 paragraphs of the current chapter,
who work as a part time staff members at a minimum
0.25 rate or at an hourly paid conditions for no less than 240
hours - high skilled specialists in branches of economy and social
fields in line with the requirements mentioned in 1-5 paragraphs
of this chapter. This rule does not concern the specialists who are
in permanent staff of HElI and SKI.

I Recommendation is given by the institution where a

Chapter 3. Recommendation for giving an
academic status

Issues on recommendation of giving an academic
status are considered in the Council in the following
cases:
for academic statuses of an associate professor and a senior
scientific assistant - in minimum a year from the day of the ap-
proved decision on giving a scientific degree to the applicant or
from the nostrification date of the diploma on giving a scientific
degree to an applicant;
for an academic status of a professor - minimum a year from
the day of getting by an applicant an academic status of an asso-
ciate professor or a senior scientific assistant is to be passed.

An applicant’s documents are presented to the Coun-

cil for consideration by the relevant board of the insti-

tution where he/she works.

An applicant’'s documents are considered by the Coun-

cil for two months according to the requirements of

1-5 paragraphs of chapter 2 of the current Provisions,
and a decision is made accordingly. July-August months are not
considered as the period of consideration.

The decision of the Council on giving an academic sta-

tus is made by secret voting.

The meeting of the Council is considered valid if two-
thirds of the Council members have participated. The decision
of the Council on conferring an academic status is considered
accepted if minimum two thirds of the members of the Council
voted.

An applicant's attestation folded book is sent to the

SAC in 10 days from the day of adopting an order on

giving an academic status by the Council according
to the procedure presented in the Annex of the Provisions.

The issue of giving an academic status to the author of

an educational literature or a textbook who won the

competition "Author of the best textbook and educa-
tional literature of the year" is considered according to the re-
solution Ne 290 "On conferring a scientific degree and an acade-
mic status to the winners of the competition "Author of the best
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textbook and educational literature of the year” of the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan as of July 6, 2001.

Chapter 4. Consideration of an Attestation Folded
Book by the SAC

An attestation folded book is considered by the SAC
within three months. Months July and August are
not taken as a consideration period.
I An attestation folded book presented by the Council
is registered in the SAC. Afterwards it undergoes a
I normative-technical expertise within 7 days. In case
the result is positive it undergoes a scientific expertise and fi-
nal decision is made. The content of an attestation folded book
and its relevance to the requirements of the Provisions is con-
firmed by a relevant scientific expertise of the SAC.
In case an attestation folded book is defined of
33 not meeting the requirements of the Provisions, the
process of normative-technical expertise of an attes-
tation folded book is to be stopped by the decision of the Regula-
tion commission of the SAC and an attestation folded book is re-
delivered to the relevant Council with an official letter. After lig-
uidation of relevant mistakes by the Council an attestation folded
book is reformed and presented to the SAC with a cover letter.
After an attestation folded book is examined by a nor-
34 mative-technical expertise, it is considered by a rele-
vant Expert Council of the SAC. Presidium of the SAC
makes a final decision on giving an academic status or rejecting
to confer it according to the conclusion of the relevant Expert
Council of the SAC.
An applicant can take the documents at every stage
35 of considering process of an attestation folded book
till a secret voting is held in the Council and a final
decision of the SAC Presidium is made. When an attestation fol-
ded book is taken from the expertise in the SAC according to the
written apply of an applicant, a relevant decision is to be made by
the SAC Presidium.
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Chapter 5. Reconsideration of an
academic status

IAn attestation folded book considered in the SAC
and an academic status is rejected to be given; a pro-
Icess of consideration which is stopped may be re-
newed in the SAC upon the request ofthe Council in the following
terms:
in minimum a year from the day of adopted decision on re-
jecting an academic status by the SAC Presidium;
in minimum 3 years from the day of adopted decision on the
appeal rejection by the SAC Presidium;
after liquidation of relevant mistakes in an attestation folded
book, withdrawn from consideration according to the applicant’s
apply.
An applicant is to meet the requirements of the cur-
rent Provisions having published new educa-
tional-methodical and scientific works before the
Council reconsiders the issue of giving an academic status.

Chapter 6. Preparation of a certificate
and awarding it

From the day the SAC Presidium adopts the resolution
on conferment of an academic status and itcomes into
Iforce the certificate is awarded within a month.
I If a certificate is lost or becomes unusable, its dupli-
cate is given by the SAC according to the researcher's
"application.
When applicant's surname, name or patronymic are changed
a certificate is changed to a new one in line with his/her request.

Chapter 7. Depriving of an academic status or
reinstating it

A person may be deprived of an academic status ac-
cording to the decision of the SAC Presidium when an
attestation folded book has undergone a false exper-
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tise.
It is applied to the SAC or relevant council on depri-
ving or reinstating an academic status. Interested per-
sons are to present relevant documents attaching to
their application.

Presented documents are sent to the relevant Council lor con-
sideration after the SAC Expert Council has considered them.

A commission consisting of three people is formed

by the members of the Council. The problem is con-

sidered by a commission within a month and dis-
cussed at the meeting of the Council and a relevant draft of the
decision of the Council is made.

The Council meeting is considered valid when two thirds
members of the Council participate. The Council meeting
is held with the participation of a person whose academic status
is being rejected. The person is to be warned about it 10 days pri-
or to the meeting. Ifa person could not attend the meeting or re-
fused to come, the decision on holding the meeting without him
is taken by the Council. If this person informs of not participating
at the meeting reasonably beforehand, the Council meeting is to
be postponed. If necessary, other specialists may be invi- ted to
the meeting.

I The resolution on depriving or reinstating an academ-
ic status is considered to be accepted by the Council if
I two-thirds members of the Council have voted.

The resolution of the Council, the protocol of its meeting and
other relevant documents being executed are delivered to the
SAC within 10 days.

Documents presented by the Council are discussed by

the relevant Expert Council of the SAC and relevant

recommendation is accepted. The resolution of the
Council on depriving and reinstating an academic status and rec-
ommendation of the relevant Expert Council are considered by
the SAC Presidium and a final decision is made.

If the decision of the SAC Presidium on giving an ac-

ademic status was accepted 10 years ago, the issue

of depriving an academic status is not accepted for
consideration.
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An academic status of a person, being deprived of
it, may be reinstated according to an application of the
Council by the decision of the SAC Presidium.

Chapter 8. An appeal consideration

Interested people may appeal on giving an academic

status or rejecting it, within two months from the day

of the resolution of the Council or the SAC Presidium
adoption.

An appeal is considered in line with the law "On ad-

dress of individual and juridical persons” of the Re-

public of Uzbekistan.

An appeal written on the decision of the Council or the

SAC Presidium is considered by the Order-regulation

commission of the SAC. The Order-regulation com-
mission of the SAC may present an appeal to the relevant Expert
Council for consideration. If necessary, the Appeal commission,
consisting of specialist-scientists who didn't participate in prior
stages, is formed.

Conclusions ofthe Order-regulation commission ofthe

SAC, the relevant Expert Council of the SAC or the Ap-

peal commission are considered by the SAC Presidium
and a relevant final decision on the appeal is made.

The final decision of the SAC Presidium accepted on

the appeal is presented within 5 days to the persons

who have presented an appeal and the Council.

Chapter 9. Final regulation

The present Provisions have been coordinated with

the Ministry of Culture and Sports of the Republic

of Uzbekistan, the Ministry of Higher and Secondary
Specialized Education, the Ministry of Health, the Ministry of
Public Education, the Ministry of Agriculture and Water Resour-
ces, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Academy of Sciences and
the Committee for Coordination of Science and Technologies De-
velopment under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uz-
bekistan.

PROVISIONS ON TAKING QUALIFICATION EXAMINATIONS

The present Provisions regulate the activity of taking qualifi-
cation examinations in accordance with the Decree of the Presi-
dent of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Training Highly Qualified
Scientific and Scientific-pedagogical Personnel and Further Im-
proving the Attestation System” Ne PD-4456 as of July 24, 2012
and the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers “On Postgraduate
Education and Further Improving the Attestation of Scientific
and Scientific-pedagogical Personnel” Ne 365 as of December 28,
2012.

Chapter 1. General regulations

Researchers, working on the dissertation to get a deg-

M ree of'‘Doctor of Science’ (hereinafter researchers) are

supposed to pass the following qualification examina-
tions:

the new history of Uzbekistan;

on specialty according to the theme of the dissertation;

a foreign language (English, French or German).

In case of being required to know another foreign language
for the dissertation, in line with the institution's recommenda-
tion and mutual agreement with the SAC under the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, a foreign language exam-
ination shown in the recommendation is passed.

Researchers are supposed to pass additionally the fol-
2 lowing qualification examinations depending on the
concerning field of science:
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the humanities - lIdeology of Independence and economic, so-
ciopolitical, moral basis and scientific foundations ol building a
democratic society (hereinafter special subject);

exact and natural sciences questions on the new history of
Uzbekistan; within a special subject (included in);

economic sciences the theory of economics;

guestions on specialty outlined by the SAC for those whose
specialty does not coincide with the dissertation field ol science;

the second foreign language for those getting a degree ol
'Doctor of Science’ in foreign languages.

Bachelors or researchers, who have a special diploma, besides
these qualification examinations are to pass a specialty examina
tion covering the main issues and general methodological and
theoretical problems of the relevant field of science; likewise the
researchers who have higher military education are supposed
to pass additional qualification examinations on the subject of
specialization according to the programs of higher military edu-
cation.

Foreigners are to pass qualification examinations only

on the subject of specialization relevant to the theme

of dissertation.

Qualification examinations are elaborated on the ba-

sis ofthe programs worked out by the leading higher

educational and scientific research institutions and
approved by the SAC, as well as additional qualification exami-
nations are prepared on the basis of educational programs of ap-
propriate master's degree specialty.

Chapter 2. Procedure of qualification
examinations

The qualification examination on specialty is to be

held at the institution where the Scientific Council

functions and carries out defenses of doctoral dis-
sertations and gives a degree of ‘Doctor of Science'. And the ad-
ditional qualification examination(s) - is(are) to be held at the
higher educational institutions which have a department of mas-
ter's degree coinciding with the field of researcher’s dissertation.
The qualification examinations on the new history of Uzbekis-
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tan, a foreign language and the special subject are held at the ins-
titution defined by the SAC.

The Heads of higher educational and scientific-research insti-
tutions (hereinafter institution) are not allowed to take the qua-
lification examinations in the institutions under their guidance.
And the Heads of ministries and agencies are also not allowed to
take the qualification examinations in the establishments repor-
ting to their organizations. In this case, according to the appeals
of the Heads of institutions or the Heads of ministries and agen-
cies the institutions where they can pass the qualification exa-
minations are defined (among the establishments which have
the right of taking the qualification examinations) by the SAC.

m The institutions which have: a postgraduate depart-
| ments specialized in the relevant fields; educa
nal-organizational or scientific-organizational struc-
tures; scientific, scientific-pedagogical potential; appropriate
material-technical base may appeal to the SAC to get a license
to organize qualification examinations on the relevant specializa-
tion.

The appeal of the institution is considered at the following
meeting of the SAC Presidium. According to the results of the
meeting if the SAC Presidium makes a decision on granting the
right to the institutions to take a qualification examination, a li-
cense to take a qualification examination is given to the institu-
tion.

The list of the institutions given a license to take a qualifi-
cation examination is announced on the official website of the
SAC and in the next issue of the "SAC Bulletin” by indicating the
requisite of the decision of the SAC Presidium on granting the
right to the institution to take a qualification examination. After
the list of institutions is announced on the official website of the
SAC, the relevant institutions are informed about it within two
working days.

As soon as the institutions are informed by the SAC on
being granted the right to take a qualification exami-
nation, within a month the institution establishes a
commission for taking a qualification examination for two years
according to the decision of the Head of the institution agreed
with the SAC.
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The commission consists of 5-7 members Including the chair-
person who is a Doctor of Science in the specllic scientific field or
has an academic status of a professor. Al least 2 members of the
commission are to be Doctors of Science.

The commission on a foreign language Is established inclu-
ding 5-7 members chosen among the relevant specialists. Al least
2 members of the commission are to be Doctors ol Sciencelor
Candidates of Science (Ph.D.), having academic statuses ol pro-
fessors.

The commission can take an examination Il only more than
half of its members are taking part in the examination process.

The commission on a special subject is formed ol") 1l

members who are Doctors of Science or Ciindidates ol

Science (Ph.D.) having academic statuses ol professors
including the chairperson, avice-chairperson and the secrelai y.
The commission on a special subject can take an examination
if only two-thirds of the members of the commission are taking
part in the examination process.

Chapter 3. Procedure of undertaking the
gualification examinations

Qualification examinations are held in the form ol a

session in February, May, November and December

based on accepted plans, with the exception of some
cases ofthe item 23 of the present Provisions. To pass the qua
lification examination the researchers’ dissertation themes are
to be registered in the SAC. After registration of dissertation
themes they are announced on the SAC's official web-site and in
"SAC Bulletin”.

The list of applicants is approved by the Head’'s de-

cision of the institution and the time and venue of

the qualification examinations is to be shown as
well. It is announced on the official web-site of the organization
within one day after the text of this decision (with all details) is
signed by the Head of the institution. Other organizations aim-
ing to add their applicants to the list are to give a copy of the
identification documents of the applicants and are to apply to
the institution where the qualifying examinations are to be held
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up to the twentieth day of the previous month of the following
session. The applicant represents the theme of the dissertation
approved by the SAC, gives clear and full information on how to
be in touch with him/her (telephone number, e-mail, etc.). Accor-
ding to this application they are included to the list of examinees
by the institution.

The examinees are admitted in line with their identi-

fication documents to the qualification examinations.

The information about the qualification examinations

is sent to the SAC not later than 5 days before exami-

nation.

Members of the Scientific Council that gives a scienti-

fic degree of 'Doctor of Science’ (if exists in the insti-

tution), members of the institution authority and rep-
resentatives of the relevant ministries or institutions, or the SAC
may participate in the qualification examinations.

Qualification examination is held in written and oral

14 form. Marked test lists are prepared in advance by the

responsible institutions for the written examination.
Examination sheets are kept at the institute where the qualifi-
cation examination(s) has been conducted within 3 months and
3 months later according to the formal note they are destroyed.

Applicants answer the questions in front of the members of
the commission. Examinees may be asked some questions on the
subject by the members of the Commission. The members of the
Commission are independent in making assessment.

The members of the Commission inform the chairperson of
the Commission about the scores and an average total score is
determined by the chairperson of the Commission.

Researcher's degree of knowledge is estimated at the
15 100-point system and it is evaluated as follows:
From 86 tolOO points - excellent;

From 71 points to 86 points - good;

From 55 points 71 points - satisfactory;

From 0 points 55 points - unsatisfactory.

The qualification examination questions on a special
16 subject may be formed in the following directions:
the first question - on the active reforms of the sphere
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in which an applicant works;

the second question - on the relevance of the reforms’ strate-
gies and methodologies undertaken in the country to a scientific
research or professional activity of an applicant;

the third question - a question at random on the program of
the special subject.

The test results on the special subject of tlu* qualification exa-
minations are announced by the vote of at least the two thirds of
members of the Commission as "passed” and "not passed”. Open
and transparent vote are to be promoted.

The process of conducting a qualification examination
17 may be video shot. Video shot materials are kept at
the institute where the qualification examination has
been conducted within 3 months and 3 months later according to
the act they are wiped out.
Written proceedings of taking qualification examina-
18 tions are to include detailed information of the ques-
tions given to the examinees. Written proceedings of
taking qualification examinations are to be signed by the com-
mission members and approved by the Head of the institution.
Researchers with successful scores are given a certi-
19 ficate formed according to the Annex of the following
Regulation. A Certificate is signed by the commission
chairman and the Head of the institution.
The given certificate is valid for five years.
Documents related to the organization and examina-
20 tion taking processes (except examination sheets and
video materials) are kept at the institute where the
gualifying examination has been conducted within 3 months and
3 months later according to the formal note they are destroyed.
Issues of unfair conducting of the qualification exa-
21  minations may be appealed to the SAC within two
months. If the results of the complaint are approved
by the SAC, that qualification examinations have not been con-
ducted in line with the requirements, the qualification examina-
tion results are cancelled in accordance with the decision of the
SAC Presidium.
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I In case if an examinee is absent at the examination
| for avalid reason(s), and if there is a valid document
confirming this reason, under a written consent of
the Head of the institution he/she is eligible to pass an exami-
nation during the current session. In this case the Head of the
institution changes the list of applicants, he/she informs the SAC
in the written form.
] The qualification examinations may also be take
| peatedly during one session or out of session time of
taking qualification examinations. In this case an ap-
plicant appeals to the SAC providing the main cause (approving
documents are to be submitted if available). If the results of the
documents' expertise are found positive, the applicant and the
institution where the qualification examinations are held are in-
formed by the SAC.
| As soon as the sessions are over, institutions pre-
I sent information of the qualification examination re-
suits within 5 days to the SAC and an annual e-report
of the qualification examination results is sent to the SAC till the
10thJanuary.
I Qualification examination results are announced on
I the official website of the SAC and "SAC Bulletin”.

Chapter 4. Final regulations

In case of requirements’ violation ofthe present Pro-

visions, a complaint may be sent in line with the pre-

scribed legal documents.

The Head of the educational institution is responsi-

ble for providing a compliance with requirements of

the present Provisions in organizing and holding the
gualification examinations.

PROVISIONS ON THE EXPERT COUNCIL

The present Provisions regulate the activity of the Expert
Council at the Supreme Attestation Commission (hereinafter
called SAC) at the Cabinet of Ministers in accordance with the
Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Train-
ing Highly Qualified Scientific and Scientific-pedagogical Person-
nel and Further Improving the Attestation System” Ne PD-4456
as of July 24, 2012 and the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers
"On Postgraduate Education and Further Improving the Attesta-
tion of Scientific and Scientific-pedagogical Personnel” Ne 365 as
of December 28, 2012.

Chapter 1. General regulations

The following basic notions are used in the present
O Provisions:

expertise - giving an expert opinion on documents,
their compliance with the law on the essence and undertaking
attestation of highly qualified scientific and scientific-pedagogi-
cal personnel and their certification;
scientific expertise - giving an expert opinion on the eva-
luated dissertation, its novelty, theoretical and practical signifi-
cance of the results of the published scientific works and training
highly qualified scientific and scientific-pedagogical personnel

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and complying it with legality of their certification.
The Expert Council complies with the appropriate law
documents in their activity.

The SAC authority controls the activity of the Expert
Council and is responsible for creating appropri-
ate conditions for its work.

j Chapter 2. The principle tasks and functions
1 of the Expert Council

The following is considered as the principle tasks of
D the Expert Council:

consideration and evaluation of suggestions in trai-
ning highly qualified scientific and scientific-pedagogical person-
nel .ind their certification;
preparation and consideration of suggestions in new science
and technical directions, and improvement of the list of highly
qualified scientific and scientific-pedagogical specialties taking
into consideration international experience;
control of activities of the Scientific Council in giving a scien-
tillc degree o f‘Doctor of Science’;
consideration of suggestions on establishing Scientific Coun-
cils Ihat give a scientific degree of 'Doctor of Science’;
working out the criteria of evaluation of scientific level of dis-
sert.itions, their scientific and practical significance;
providing common requirements to all the applicants seeking
for a scientific degree and academic status;
providing highly qualified expertise of dissertations;
analyzing dissertation results and evaluating their rele-
vance to the development of science and technology; moderniza-
tion of economic sectors and directions of socio-economic deve-
lopment ofthe country.
The Expert Council carries out the following functions
to fulfill the determined tasks:
participates in the formation of the most optimal
branch ofthe Scientific Councils that gives a scientific degree of
‘Doctor of Science’;
considers the establishment of Scientific Councils that gives
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a scientific degree of'Doctor of Science’ and re-approving docu-
ments related to it and gives its conclusion whether it is appro-
priate or inappropriate to establish or re-approve them;

analyzes and generalizes the working experience of Scientific
Councils that give a scientific degree o f‘Doctor of Science’;

considers applications on obtaining a scientific degree of
‘Doctor of Science’ and academic status and prepares appropri-
ate recommendations for consideration at the meeting of the SAC
Presidium;

considers applications on nostrification and prepares appro-
priate recommendations for consideration at the meeting of the
SAC Presidium;

considers the issues of depriving and restoring scientific deg-
rees and academic status and prepares appropriate recommen-
dations for consideration at the meeting of the SAC Presidium;

considers appeals on the resolutions of Scientific Coun-
cils that give a scientific degree of'Doctor of Science’ and an aca-

demic status and prepares appropriate recommendations for
consideration at the meeting of the SAC;

analyzes scientific and applied results of the defended dis-
sertations and prepares corresponding materials on them for
the Cabinet of Ministers, ministries, agencies and the Academy
of Sciences;

participates in considering suggestions on improving the list
of specialties of highly qualified scientific and scientific-pedago-
gical personnel and preparation passports of new specialties and
programmes of qualifying examinations;

participates in considering citizens' and organizations appli-
cations, including their appeals;

prepares recommendations on whether certain Scientific
Council that gives a scientific degree of ‘Doctor of Science’ and
an academic status deserves to continue its activity or not for the
SAC Presidium;

participates in monitoring the quality of training of highly
qgualified scientific and scientific-pedagogical personnel by the
institutions of senior scientific researchers or independent re-
searchers, assigned by the SAC authorities;

considers other issues related to certification of highly quali-
fied scientific and scientific-pedagogical personnel.
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Chapter 3. Rights and responsibilities ofthe
Expert Council

The Expert Council has the following rights:
to send dissertations to Scientific Councils that give
a scientific degree of ‘Doctor of Science’ to get addi-
tional conclusion;
to send back insufficiently grounded conclusions for their re-
vision to Scientific Councils that give ascientific degree of'Doctor
of Science’;
to invite to its meetings the applicants, the Head of the Scien-
tific Council that gives a scientific degree of ‘Doctor of Science'
where the defence of dissertation is held and public review is gi-
ven, official opponents, scientific advisors as well as the mem-
bers ofthe leading organizations;
to listen to the reports ofthe Heads of Scientific Councils that
give a scientific degree and an academic status and (scienti-
fic-technical) staff at their meetings;
to send its representatives to the Scientific Councils meetings
that give a scientific degree of 'Doctor of Science’;
to recommend official opponents of the dissertation, if nece-
ssary;
to participate in examining the activity of Scientific Coun-
cils that give a scientific degree of 'Doctor of Science’ on behalf
of the SAC;
The Expert Council is responsible for fulfilling the
tasks and functions determined by the present Provi-
sions and other legal documents.

Chapter 4. The establishment of an Expert
Council

The Expert Councils are set up consisting of leading
specialists-scientists of various fields of science and
branches of economy.

The chairperson and the members of an Expert Coun-
cil are approved by the SAC Presidium on the basis of recommen-
dations given by the authorities of the SAC to people from higher
educational and research institutions, ministries, agencies and
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the Academy of Sciences.
The members of an Expert Council can be Doctors
of Science who have at least 5 years of scientific and
pedagogical experience and trained a person who re-
ceived a scientific degree or worked as a scientific advisor for 4
students of MA or 8 students of HA departments.

The members of an Expert Council can consist of, at least, 9
and no more than 21 Doctors of Science.

The members of an Expert Council are approved by

10 the SAC Presidium for 3 years given that one third of

the members is certainly renewed. In case of emer-

gency, a partial change to the listof members of an Expert Council
can be made according to the order of the SAC chairperson; this
change is discussed at the nearest meeting of the SAC Presidium.

Itis notallowed to work as a member of an Expert Council for
more than 2 terms. The members of an Expert Council who have
left it can again become members of it in a year.

The terms of working as a chairperson, vice-chairperson and
the scientific secretary of an Expert Council should not exceed 3
years and they cannot be reapproved within next 3 years.

The members of the same organization cannot work

11  asthe chairperson, avice-chairperson and the scien-

tific secretary of the same Expert Council, also the

members the Scientific Council giving a scientific degree of'Doc-
tor of Science’ cannot work as members of an Expert Council.

In case a member of an Expert Council does not take an
active part in its meetings, in the expertise (scientific expertise),
including the cases when he/she releases the information in
public concerning the expertise of a dissertation, she/she is
expelled from the membership of an Expert Council.

Chapter 5. The work of an Expert Council

Doctors of Sciences of relevant fields of science can
work as experts of an Expert Council and take part in
the expertise of dissertations and attestation works.
The members of the SAC Presidium cannot take part
in the discussions of an Expert Council.
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The meetings of an Expert Council are conducted by
14 the chairperson. In case the chairperson cannot take
part in the meeting of an Expert Council, a vice-chair-
person or a member of an Expert Council appointed by the SAC
conducts the meeting.
The meetings of an Expert Council are considered valid if two
thirds of its members are present at the meeting.
The decisions of an Expert Council (recommenda-
15 tions, conclusions) are accepted by open voting. If
necessary, in order to check the objectiveness of the
decisions of an Expert Council or upon a proposal of the majority
members of an Expert Council close voting can be conducted.
The decision of an Expert Council is considered valid when
two-thirds of its members vote in support ofthe decision.
The decisions of an Expert Council, considered as re-
commendations, are accepted independently and be-
come valid being confirmed by the SAC Presidium.
In case the Expert Council session is held not meeting
the requirements of the present Provisions and the
decision of an Expert Council is found to be ground-
less, the SAC authority can recommend another Expert Council
to discuss the dissertation again by giving it to an independent
closed expertise and then make a decision.
Following the task given by the SAC Presidium or its
authority, in case of necessity, a joined meeting of Ex-
pert Councils can be held.
The SAC responsible person for Expert Councils can
take part in the meetings of an Expert council and
together with the scientific secretary of a Scientific
Council is responsible for the attestations, full storage and timely
discussion of dissertations.
The members of other Expert Councils and special-
20 ist-scientists can take part in the meetings of an Ex-
pert Council in line with the accepted procedures of an
Expert Council work. The specialists invited to an Expert Council
can participate in its work with their advice vote.
An official opponent, a scientific adviser and the mem-
21  bers of an Expert Council who have signed the review
of a leading organization cannot participate in the
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meetings of an Expert Council.
The decision (recommendation, conclusion) of an
22  Expert Council and the minutes of an Expert Council
meeting are signed by the acting chairperson and the
scientific secretary of an Expert Council and is delivered to the
SAC responsible person for Expert Councils.
Appeals on giving a scientific degree of 'Doctor of
23 Science’ and other scientific statuses are considered
within 2 months.
The appeals of citizens and organizations are to be discussed
in the coming meeting of an Expert Council.
The members of an Expert Council are responsible
24 for the timely delivery of their conclusions and for the
objectiveness and well-grounded ness of the decisions
(recommendations, conclusions) of Expert Councils on the prob-
lems discussed at the meeting of an Expert Council.
The decisions of Expert Councils concerning disser-
25 tations and attestation works are presented by the
senior scientific secretary and the chairperson or a
vice-chairperson of an Expert Council at the meeting of the SAC
Presidium.
An Expert Council does not consider attestation works
26  during July and August and these months are not ta-
ken into consideration when counting the periods of
considering dissertations and attestation works.
An Expert Council is to present annually the report of
27  its activity in the past year not later than January 10.

Chapter 6. Consideration of deprivation or
restoration of a scientific degree
or an academic status.

In case reasonable materials are received by the Ex-
pert Council on rejection or restoration of a scientific
degree or an academic status, the materials are sent
for studying to the commission group which should consist of at
least 5 members.
Conclusions are made on the reviewed materials by the com
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mission and the very conclusion with the materials is given for
review in the Expert Council meeting. The conclusion of the com-
mission is reviewed by the Expert Council within a month.
The Expert Council meeting is held in the presence of
29 the person whose scientific degree or academic sta-
tus is under consideration for deprivation or resto-
ration. The person is to be warned on the matter 5 days before
the meeting. Ifaperson could not attend the meeting inadequate-
ly or refused to come, the decision on holding the meeting with-
out him is accepted by the Expert Council. If this person informs
of not participating in the meeting due to a reason excuse before-
hand, the Expert Council meeting is to be postponed.
Deprivation or restoration of a scientific degree or an
30 academic status by the Expert Council is held by sec-
ret ballot. The decision ofthe Expert Council is taken
into consideration iftwo thirds of members of the Expert Council
and those who have a right to vote are present.
The Expert Council accepts one ofthe following con-
31 clusions:
on the deprivation or restoration of a scientific degree
or an academic status;
on denial to deprive or restore a scientific degree or an
academic status;
In this case a conclusion in line with the Expert Council's
principles is made.
The conclusion of the Expert Council is included into the SAC
Presidium meeting agenda to get a final conclusion on this issue
and a relevant conclusion is made by the SAC.

Chapter 7. Consideration of an appeal

The Scientific Council which gives a scientific degree

of 'Doctors of Science’ or the Council on giving an aca-

demic status review an appeal in line with the deci-
sion of the SAC Presidium and consider it according to the SAC's
Order-regulations commission.
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The Expert Council has the right to ask and use neces-
sary materials and documents from relevant Councils
and persons who gave an appeal.
Persons concerned, as well as a person who gave an
appeal, a scientific advisor and opponents and spe-
cialist-scientists invited by the chairperson of the
meeting may be present during the consideration of the appeal
at the Expert Council meeting.
A person who has appealed and other persons concerned are
to be warned 5 days before the meeting.
A conclusion on the results of the appeal conside-
35 ration is to be taken by a secret voting. A conclusion
of an Expert Council is to be taken into account if two-
thirds of the Council members and those who have a right to vote
approve it
The Expert Council’'s conclusion and a final decision on the
appeal are included to the SAC Presidium’s meeting agenda and a
relevant resolution is adopted by the SAC Presidium.

Chapter 8. Final regulation

The present Provisions have been coordinated with

the Ministry of Culture and Sports of the Republic of

Uzbekistan, the Ministry of Higher and Secondary
Specialized Education, the Ministry of Health, the Ministry of
Public Education, the Ministry of Agriculture and Water Resour-
ces, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Academy of Sciences and
the Committee for Coordination of Science and Technologies
Development under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan.
